School Board Meeting
January 9, 2014

The regular meeting of the Redbank Valley School Board was held, Thursday,
January 9, 2014, 7:00 P.M., Redbank Valley High School Library. The following members
were in attendance: Adam Barrett, Wendy Heeter, Tina Kennemuth, Ann Kopnitsky, Donald
Nair Shirley Pastor and Chad Shaffer.

The regular school board meeting was called to order by President Chad Shaffer at
7:00 p.m.
